Molecular Group) at the Merrifield Centre, Cambridge, UK, on 17 June 1998. The new facilities include an integrated range of platform 
combinatorial robotics designed to speed up drug discovery and design. Standing beside Watson is Cambridge Combinatorial’s chief 
executive Allan Marchington. Cambridge Combinatorial eventually became Cambridge Drug Discovery, before being bought by Millennium 
Pharmaceuticals in 2000.  
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
