The use of dried hyacinth roots to remove arsenic from surface water
In the first paragraph on page 14 of the printed version of the ECG Bulletin (January 2006 edition), the units for the guideline value for arsenic in drinking water were incorrectly given as mg l(1. The correct units are (g l(1. The corrected two sentences from this paragraph should therefore read “The WHO guideline value for arsenic in drinking water is 10 (g l-1 [3].  The US EPA recently approved new guidelines, which will phase in a maximum contaminant level of 10 (g l-1 [4].”
