Awards are intended to complement other sources of funding, and to act as leverage to secure such other funds. 

A limited number of awards are available annually. Submit your application either as an email attachment to richard.henchman@manchester.ac.uk, or as a hardcopy to Dr Richard Henchman, Manchester Interdisciplinary Biocentre, The University of Manchester M1 7DN by one of three deadlines deadlines, which are: 
· second Friday of January 
· first Friday in May

· second Friday in September 
Applications should be accompanied by a statement of support from the academic or industrial supervisor of the applicant, and should concern conferences in the calendar year of application (or the following year in the case of the September deadline). Awards will be made on the conditions that a short report on the conference is submitted to the next meeting of the Local Section, that their support is acknowledged in the talk/poster, and that certification of conference attendance is submitted alongside the report.
Decisions will be communicated within two weeks of receipt of applications. They will depend upon the academic or professional standing of the conference and applicant, the relevance of the conference to the research project or professional duties of the applicant, and the case made as to professional development in the application and supporting statement.
