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Experimental (EXP) and simulated (SIM) diffraction patterns
The polycrystalline compounds were obtained by adding ether directly to the reaction systems, of which the reaction stoichiometric ratio being in agreement with the composition of the corresponding crystal structure.
The X-ray powder diffraction patterns (XRPD) of all complexes were obtained with a Rigaku D/Max-2500 diffractometer, operated at 40 kV and 100 mA, using a Cu-target tube and a graphite monochromater. Fixed scatter and divergence slits of 1o and a 0.3 mm receiving slit were used. The intensity data were recorded by continuous scan in a 2θ/θ mode from 3o to 60o with a step size of 0.02o and a scan speed of 5o min–1. Simulation of the XRPD spectra was carried out by the single-crystal data and diffraction-crystal module of the commercially available Cerius2 program. (Cerius2, Molecular Simulation Incorporated, San Diego, CA 2001.)
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
